“SOWING SEEDS OF GRACE”  

Galatians 6 

1. Gal 6:1-10 Building a Spirit-filled community 

     A. (v.1) God’s grace builds people up; it doesn’t tear them down! We grow in Christian 
 community. 
 
     B. (v.2-5) God’s grace helps us lift other’s burdens; not add to them 

 

     C. (vv.6-10) God’s grace helps us share generously with others;  

              1. (v.6) Share God’s blessings – generosity (words, actions, $, etc.) is a test of 
 God’s grace  

 2. (vv.7-10) Keep sowing life-giving gospel seeds of grace, led daily by the Holy 
 Spirit 
 
2. Gal 6:11-18 Elevate Christ, not special rules. 

      A. (v.11-13) Don’t follow the selfish hypocrites & their impossible standards. Follow 
 Christ, rest in & live by His grace! 
 
     B. (vv.14-16) In Christ, we are all equal, made new by His grace alone…nothing can be 
 added. 
                1. We get to walk with God (He loves us, approves of us, guides us, by His grace) 

                2. Receiving His mercy and grace, we can live in obedience to God, by His power. 

      C. (vv.17-18) God’s grace sustains us when we suffer for Jesus.  

 

*We are saved by God’s grace, are kept saved by God’s grace, and by God’s grace, we are 
empowered with the Holy Spirit to obey His Word and live and love like Jesus, for His glory!
